FORMER BOARD MEMBER, DONNA ABBOTT, PASSED AWAY

McDonnell, her son Lee (Kim) Abbott two grandsons Liam and Drew McDonnell, two sisters, two
brothers and many beloved nieces and nephews. She was predeceased by her husband Phillip on
March 31, 2010 and a sister, Alice.

Her funeral was held on Thursday, December 31 at St. Barnabas Episcopal Church in Franklinville
where she was a member. Bishop R. William Franklin of the Episcopal Diocese, Rev. Barbara Baxter
and former pastor Rev. Joseph Dedde held the service honoring her.
